Organization of the UN welcomed the creation of the GMP.

Further promotion of the GMP will allow countries to unite their efforts
and collaboratively develop strategies and measures to mitigate the consequences
of climate change in mountain regions. It will provide a necessary platform for
constructive discussion and implementation of needed actions and measures to
protect mountain ecosystems and enhance the resilience of mountain communities
and economies in the global arena.

Together, parties can achieve significant outcomes and contribute to the
preservation of mountain ecosystems and the well-being of mountain
communities.
